1.00	Chairman’s Report, was presented in advance of the AGM and was reiterated at the meeting to highlight the salient issues, and is appended to these notes.

2.00	Sport Sections Report, these again were available in advance, and are attached to these notes, and the content was referred to those present at the AGM.

3.00	Finances & Accounts

	Copies of the full accounts for the past year, and an abridged copy were tabled to the AGM and which had been previously agreed by the Management Committee.

After brief comments these accounts were approved by those present, and to be signed by GY for onward transmission to Companies House, proposed by Mark Walters, seconded by Tony Hamilton.

4.00	Redevelopment Proposal

The chairman outlined the overall intent to continue our proposal with the chosen development partner taking account of recent comments from the Club sport sections.

Also to convene a specific meeting with the Sports Sections, and the Architects to enable all parties to have full participation and sharing in the eventual scheme to be presented to the planners. (Post meeting, a workshop was held on 5th December with all sports sections from which a preferred scheme was adopted).

The chairman asked for any expertise from the Club members to be offered to the Management Committee to assist in all legal, financial and construction issues that will affect our future. (D. Fenton offered to assist – others may follow).

The Architects proposals for the Clubhouse were tabled at this AGM to identify the overall space planning and accommodation to be planned.

Similarly the sports field layouts were tabled from which comments noted for adding to the agenda for the 5th December workshop.

After presentation and subsequent discussion on these proposals, the AGM agreed that the Management Committee should continue to proceed with these proposals with a view to lodging a planning application early 2011.

It was noted that open days will be held on 10th to 16th January 2011 for public consultation and that the needs analysis (by Foc&c) will be completed in January 2011.

5.00	Appointment of Management Committee

	The chairman sought volunteers to serve on the Committee for the 2011 season.

As no further volunteers were presented, it was agreed by the AGM that the present committee be approved en-bloc, and that the Sports Sections will advise their representatives accordingly.
